TALKI).

3. Remember, there is more than one “right”
answer to the following questions!
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WHAT Do You sEE?

In this step, you will talk about what you see in a
piece of art. This step is meant to slow you down

Go through the list of elements of art and talk
about the ones you see. (Use adjectives, such as
large, small, shiny, dull, iagaed, curved, etc.)
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Elements of Avt: Basic
components in a wovk of awvt

Line: A path through space. It may define a
shape, imply directions, create value or provide
aesthetic effect.

Shape/Form: A defined two-dimensional area
(shape) or three-dimensional area (form).

Color: The refraction or absorption of light. from
an object. Color may vary in hue, value, and
intensity.

Texture: The surface quality, both real and implied
Value: Lightness or darkness.

Space: May be the area of the picture plane, the
area between two shapes or forms (negative
space), the area occupied by a shape/form, or the
illusion of depth on a 2-dimensional surface.
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
