It’s Not Time’s Fault!
The use of Time as a reason “why not,” is out, always, in the LLFsm.  Don’t ever use it as your rationale.  Get behind that (i.e., the Japanese tactic of 5 y’s …).  Practice being very aware of, and honest with yourself (and some others) about your real drivers/limitations.  It’s never Time’s responsibility. Time is inert, and the only dominant, consistent element across all human endeavors.  The key is, of course, how you use your Time.  And examining that always leads to insights re. your management activities and leadership actions.  Or the lack of them.

However it’s been acceptable, perhaps overly so, for years, to use Time as an excuse (I didn’t have time, There wasn’t enough time left, etc.).  It’s politically, and socially, often a help in communication.  The real reasons are still valid!  Be in touch with them.  We practice that in the forum.
