Guidelines for Participation

As a guest of the Learning Forum, your experience, the support implied by your presence, and your participation in the forum are valuable contributions.  The following guidelines are intended to help you to maximize your contribution:

1.
Biography ‑
A short written description of yourself will help you more quickly assimilate into the group discussion.  It will provide some of the background necessary to more fully appreciate your comments.

2.
Prepare ‑
Review the curriculum and become familiar with the discussion topics, books, and exercises.  To the extent possible, read some or all of the books prior to the session.

3.
Participate ‑
Selectively participate in forum.  Participate enough to make a meaningful contribution to the discussion, but not enough to limit the participation of the others in the Forum.  Two to four well thought out comments will contribute measurably more than an ongoing dialogue.

4.
Stay Around ‑ Stay through the breaks, or lunch, or dinner and engage the Forum Participants in one on one conversation.  This will provide the opportunity to explore unfinished thoughts from the discussion, ask questions about your career, or continue to develop networking skills.

5.
Encourage ‑
Point out the unusual opportunity offered to the participants, the benefit SIM has been to you, friends that you have made as a result, etc.
