Integrating Books as a Capacity Expansion Activity

Integration is a fundamental design parameter of LLF, and a crucial learning activity all by itself in addition to being a structure on which to hang other learning’s and growth.  It’s less emphasized in LLF because of the “rolling” participation (members start and stop at different times).  We will do some integration exercises four to five times per LLF cycle, but you should be doing it all the time.  It not only helps the LLF process, but, I’d argue, is a crucial capacity to use in your lives as well!!

The twenty Integrating Books (see poster #290) are most important because of their “virtual” nature, if you cannot attend consecutively.  They form a “glue,” or structure to bring together the learning’s and growth (actually all of the 20 Capacities – see #2 – of which, Learn and Grow are two).  They should be read, (and reread!) over the course of your whole forum.  This is a daunting task.  We will make summaries available. These twenty are “core” books (seem to grow in value for me, each time I return to them) for me.  I’d be happy to dialogue about all of them anytime.  We read c. eight to ten of them per LLF cycle.
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
