1. How to Get the Most Out of LLFsm Speakers?

2. They are not here for your passive enjoyment or just to “teach.”  You must be an active, engaged listener.  Full focus.  You adjust to them.  (Not the speaker to us.)  Your job is to learn!

3. Read their bio.  Listen carefully to my introduction.  Connect during breaks, at meals.  Be on a “first name basis” with at least half by the end of the forum.  They are all network “adds.”

4. Understand and absorb the full speaker topology.  There are c. 20 to 30, covering many styles, industries and perspectives.  (The sum => than the parts.)  View that holistically.

5. Consider them a “mirror,” perhaps of yourself, or of your environment, or of your future.  To imitate.  To avoid?

6. Store lessons and stories for later in your life.  Their impact often takes awhile to sink in, or to be fully appreciated.

7. Some will require you to “rise above it.”  It’s work.  That’s what we’re here for.  You may have to “idle” your judgment process.  Don’t let it get in the way of learning.

8. Do follow up on your own.  As appropriate.  May not be easy, or even welcome.  Most are delighted if your follow up is real.
9. All are “integratable” with the books, Executive Vignettes, etc. (#3A).  Do that on your own.  And share it.
