(Magic Circle)
· This three dimensional wire-sphere was developed several millenniums ago as a means of creating symbolic shapes to aid in concentration during meditation.
· Early Mandalas or Magic Circles were gifts, made of gold wire and decorated with precious stones.  Symbolically they represent for us the great gift the LLF can be for many participants or for sponsoring organizations.
· As you coax it into a fluid series of shapes (also symbolic of the learning/changing/developing possible during (and after) any Leadership Learning Forum), you will see some standard shapes (e.g., wheel, hourglass, sun, bracelet, drum, flower, channel, etc.) and your own symbols or representations, as well as a representation of the universe.
· It can be worn, or placed in view for reference, or kept handy to use.
· It can be fun, a kaleidoscope for the hands, an enabling toy for seeing beyond yourself, for encouraging us to reach the LLFSM magic circle balance.
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
